The first question that many of our visitors ask when they enter the
lobby is, "What is an Estuarium?" The simplest answer is, "It is an
aquarium about the Pamlico-Tar Estuary." The next logical question is
"What is an estuary?" Estuaries are formed where fresh water and salt
water mix together. They are vital ecosystems for many reasons,
including the fact that over 90% of the seafood species caught by North
Carolina's fishermen- such as blue crab, flounder, and shrimp- spend at
least part of their lives in estuaries.

Thousands of square miles of estuaries lie inside North Carolina's
barrier island shoreland. Our state holds more estuarine waters than
any other state on the East Coast. The North Carolina Estuarium
celebrates these special ecosystems and what they mean to life here in
the "soundlands."
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
